April’s Tech Article by Dan Martorano 
At our last general meeting (March 14) we had our annual “Spring Car Inspection”. This inspection is just to check the 
basic systems in the Mustangs.   We check fluids, brakes, tires, (including the spare tire), jack and lug wrench,  
steering, lights, suspension, ball joints and tie rod ends, checks for leaks under the car and “structural integrity”. Some 
of our Mustangs are approaching 45-46 years old and even some of the “new” ones –Fox bodies, SN95’s are 15 to 25 
years old.  Almost all “service stations” have gone by the way, most people aren’t aware of the “Basic” areas of 
concern. Among these items are brakes, tires, fluids, suspension and vehicle integrity. 
 Brakes are the MOST important item in our list of concerns. Should you have any questions about the operation 
of your brakes, take your Mustang to a qualified brake shop – ASAP-have the car towed if necessary. Brake problems 
sometimes occur very quickly. In the older 64-67 Mustangs the brake master cylinder is the single reservoir type which 
means both the front brakes and the rear brakes receive the hydraulic brake fluid from the same reservoir bowl, when 
the brake pedal rod actuator applies pressure into the bowl,   the seal in the actuator section develops a pinhole leak 
causing the master cylinder to develop a condition called “by-passing”. This “by-passing” causes a soft or squashy 
brake pedal. The master cylinder should be replaced immediately should you experience this condition. In the case of 
single reservoir master cylinders this can cause loss of all braking, whereas in the case of “dual master cylinders” you 
will experience the loss if either your front or your rear brakes (depending on which reservoir developed the “by-pass” 
condition. In either case, it really “wakes you up” and scares the  He_ _  out of you. 
 The 64-67 Mustangs can be upgraded to “Dual” type master cylinder and kits are available (always refer to a 
qualified mechanic).   I personally have not installed a single reservoir master cylinder in a car in over 10 years without 
having the customer sign a “weaver” stating that they know the dangers of the “single” type master cylinder and 
assume all responsibility. Some people are more afraid to losing a point or two in a Judged” car show than they are of 
losing their brakes.  Again I can’t tress enough the importance of checking your brake system and locating a good 
qualified mechanic to check this system. During our “Spring Car Inspection” we found people that for the most part 
check their Mustangs out pretty good. The biggest problem we found was low tire pressure and very low pressure in 
spare tires, missing tire jacks and lug wrenches. For the most part it was very successful and enlightening.
