Now imagine those wavy, vertical lines of a 

time-warp and we’ll jump ahead to 1969; I was a senior 
in high school. One of my best friends got his hands on 
a ’68 Mustang fastback after his sister’s fiancé was 
drafted and sent off to Viet Nam. It was red. Nothing 
much more need be said. The custom at the time was to 
jack up the rear-end on either air-shocks or leaf-spring 
shackles, supposedly improving off-the-line traction 
when you raced on the streets. (Street races at the time 
were always drag races; no-one cared much about 
handling a turn or an s-curve.) Unfortunately he drove 
it like you would expect a teenager would, and rolled it 
while racing near the farms a few miles south of our 
bedroom community. Thankfully only minor injuries 
resulted; it took much longer for his pride to recover 
though.  

My Dad was a GM guy from the get-go, but he tolerated my older brother taking a job at the South Chicago 
Ford assembly plant. Actually, big-brother was a GM guy too, then a Dodge guy for a few years, until he neared 
retirement after 30 years in the UAW. Building big Ford sedans didn’t make him a big fan until he saw the light in 
the shape of employee discounts and their “A-Plan” or whatever it was called back then. Despite the early T-Birds 
and even the Mustang, I still wasn’t convinced that’s where I wanted to put my money.  

Double time-warp: I moved to Arizona in 1979, got a career, found a wife, and “settled down.”  Then we 
find ourselves in 2005 and witness the debut of the retro-modern Mustang. It took me back to that gorgeous, red ’68 
my buddy drove, and I decided it was time to treat ME to a car I wouldn’t sell in five years after I got tired of it. 
And it had to be a convertible. Oh yeah. I did my research, never even considering a non-GT version, and in June 
2005 I found the last four new Mustang GTs in the state. Three of them were at one dealership, at the time I wasn’t 
sure where the fourth was. I took a drive to see the silver convertible and take it out for a spin. I was asked by the 
salesman to not do one thing: take down the powered roof while I was in motion. OK, I can do that.  After a quick 
80mph run down Rural Road, I returned to talk price. I left disappointed: since this car was in high-demand, they 
weren’t offering ANY discount despite my eligibility for a family-member price. I wanted the car, but not that 
much. Another quick look on the internet and I located the fourth GT, at a different lot of the same dealership; this 
one a black convertible. The next day I made that visit, and this time hit 90+ on I-10 before returning to talk money. 
They were much more flexible and I drove home a happy man in my new Mustang.

Now the bad. I had the car six days and was east-bound on AZ-60 going to an appointment. 
Way-too-late, I noticed something air-born and quickly flying in my direction. Someone lost a 
spare tire off of the back of a pickup truck or the roof of a van (I suspect the latter), and it not-too-
gently met my left-front fender. My pony was hurt, I was upset (to put it mildly), and there was no-
one around to take responsibility for the offending spare tire. One week and a $2600 insurance 
claim later, the Mustang was once again drive-able and back in my possession. Then at about eight 
or ten months, the convertible top started to buckle and separate from the rear windshield. One 
warranty claim, a new roof and rear window later, and I’m back on the road.    

I’ve since babied the Mustang, only driving it once each week after a few years and 
acquiring another car for my daily driver. Modifications have been minimal, though I continue to 
look for improvements. So far I’ve added: tinted windows all around, AirAid input, Flowmaster 
output, smoked tail-lights, sequential tail-light harness, smoke covers for the headlamps and fog 
lights, and I smoked-out the turn signals and center brake light. I’m still looking for aftermarket 
wheels but am happy to wait until the original Pirellis wear out. By then, I may be ready for some 
suspension and handling improvements, but haven’t settled on any particular kit yet. Maybe a bit 
more muscle under the hood, but again, I haven’t decided. No hood scoops or body kits, though 
I’m always browsing.  

That’s been it for now. I trust some of my readers have experienced a top-down ride on the 
Florence-Tucson Highway the same way I have, and that is one of the finest local drives I can 
recommend for a day-run or weekend road-trip. If I’m not here, you can find me there. And as for 
the pictures, I opted for a few taken in the company of fellow Mustang lovers at the 2009 Monsoon 
Madness show.  The license plate caries a double-message: I do carry an organ donor’s card, and 
I’ve donated about 11 gallons of blood so far.  The guitar is a limited edition from Fender that 
sounds as good as it looks.  See you out on the back-roads!
