It's All in the Details.. By Terry Miller

With a new year comes new ideas, this is one of those ideas. | will be writing a monthly article to share
my knowledge and share some stories from my life “in the biz’ My name is Terry Miller and | am going
into my 3" year as a Copperstate Mustang Club Member. | own a mobile detailing company “My Three
Sons Mobile Detailing”. Yes and before you ask | have seen the show and yes | have three sons, with a
bonus.. | also have a daughter. | have been in the business for 25 years and | am a certified car guy so
that’'s why | chose this profession because | love cars.. My wife says maybe a little too much. This
month’s point of discussion is a common problem who like to keep their ponies dust free.. California
Dusters.. | beg you, please don’t use them, they put hairline scratches in the surface of yours paint. Ask
someone who has a black or dark colored car. The duster also leaves oily streaks and laying them on
newspaper only reduces the problem, not eliminating it. Most dusters are made from fabric that is too
hard on to be wiping your paint. The final problem is the pile of dust left behind in corners, seams and
stopping points.

The solution. It is worth your time, effort and money to invest in a quality spray detail. | recommend
Mequiar's and some micro-fiber towels. Dusters take 5 to 8 minutes to achieve the best result and tend
to create a habit of wiping the upward facing areas of your car. Micro Fiber Towels and a spray detailer
will take 10 to 15 minutes to do the entire car and is much more accurate around emblems, seams, lights
and all edges which will help prevent build up issues. The process also tends to force us to the bottom
side of our cars. A couple of final hints is to keep in mind that the micros fiber towels have a soft and a
firm side ad always use the soft side on your paint. The firm side can be use on your glass and also
never scrub hard with them as it can scratch your paint. The towels should also be washed separate
form other laundry.
