It's in the detalils

This month | thought | would give some helpful hints on interior care. Let’s start with the dash, no Armor
All needed here. In today’s world we have several choices that are much better for your dash than Armor
All (too oily) which holds too much dust and bakes in to dash. | recommend the interior detail spray from
Meguiar’s, it is very low static does a great job of cleaning up the dust and does not leave behind an oily
finish for future dust to stick to. The best way to use this particular product is to spray it on your rag (not
the surface to be cleaned) and wipe the entire interior surfaces in your car. This product has proven safe
on all surfaces, plastics, vinyls, leathers, glass, chrome plating. Heavily soiled area may need a direct
spray of the cleaner and a little soak time but for normal cleanup just spraying your rag and wiping will do
the trick.

For all those nasty cracks and crevices (mostly found in center consoles, and dash around radio)it is best
to use a soft bristled brush and work the particles out slowly, too much pressure can scar the surface you
are working on. The air vents are very easy to keep clean with a long bristled brush if you do the air
vents regularly it prevents the build up which is a whole different monster to deal with. The car care aisle
usually has a good assortment of brushes for this purpose, but the makeup aisle is another great source
to check. | often use blush brushes because they are so soft and are designed to not release the hairs
which we are trying to remove in the first place.

Carpet and upholstery care is best done with an aggressive brush. The seats (if fabric) are becoming
increasingly difficult to clean on today’s cars mostly because of the foams they are using to form the
seat. The products that seem to work best are the foaming cleaners and a lot of patience because they
are designed to lift the stain, however all purpose cleaners and spot shot will also do the trick. The key to
this exercise is the cleanup afterword. All the products used for carpet cleaning will leave a mess all
around the area you are working on, so to save time do the carpet and upholstery cleaning first and then
clean all the surfaces around it.
