Mustang Of The Month Continued...

After waiting on insurance and paperwork to settle the search was on, a couple days on the Internet and
one trip to a car lot and the search was over. We went to Bell Ford in search of Mustang. Not too much
was looking exciting upfront so we were getting ready to leave when the salesman decided to try the old,
“lets look on the back lot” routine. We decided since we were there we might as well look. He took us out
to the back lot with the fresh trade-ins and there she sat. A “Legend Lime 2005 V6 Mustang coupe with
leather interior. Still dirty... untouched by the dealership except for the drive to the back lot. My son
decided this was the one he wanted; he loved the color immediately and was very glad it had the rear
spoiler and leather already. A test drive and a couple hours of talking and dealing and the deal was done.
We worked a few hundred extra off the price because tires were shot and as luck would have it his
Grandparents were coming the next week with a Mustang that had good tires on it and they were going
to be switching to 20” rims n tires. Once we got it home, again it was time to go through the process of
detailing a car. Several hours later the car was fit for us “OCD Millers” to drive. The car was driven for
about a week and then the transformation was started. First it was time for window tint, all windows were
factory at time of purchase and Limo tint was the decision. New billit grills were next, Black was the
decision, since mine were polished chrome, we also decided to blackout the pony in the grill. At that time
a theme was born. We decided the car would be Legend lime and Black for the exterior appearance
package. We then added a cold air intake and helical throttle body spacer, which was literally hot off the
stamping press. He purchased the first one in the valley and went straight to the Airade Warehouse to
pick it up. Being the enthusiast he is, we of course had to put it on immediately.

By then it was Christmas and my addition was a set of % louvers, which were painted flat Black and
installed. At the same time he ordered a set of rims and tires for the car, since we discovered when we
got grandma’s rims the tires had plenty of tread but were weather rotted on the sidewalls. Of course the
rims are black with a brushed aluminum lip. The story behind the rims is a little funny now (not so much
at the time). We ordered them from Stage 3 and they came in the day before they closed for the
holidays.... We brought them home went to install them and found out we had 3 back rims and one front
rim, since we ordered a staggered set. This led to tires and rims sitting in my den for nearly three weeks
before we could install them. After several weeks of discussion the next step was repainting the rear
spoiler flat black to further continue the theme of the car. Then it was time for interior work, he added
suede inserts with gt stitching pattern ‘legend lime” a suede consol cover and decided to add “Legend”
on all header panels. Suede inserts were also added to the door panels... The final step was the black
piping in all seats and door panel trim. The stock stereo was also replace with a Pioneer 6.1 Full screen.
Back under the hood , struts were added along with radiator extensions. Back outside a full Cervini Body
Kit Painted, Black of course, with side exhaust. Who knows what is next for this awesome V6 Pony but |
am sure it will be black! Since this is my Daily Driver | spend as much time detailing it as driving it!

The Mustang's Rear Bumper
It's In The Details!

This month it is time to talk about paint..... The first thing | have to say is please get a fresh coat of wax on
those rides now that summer is almost over, the heat can be very hard on the painted surfaces of your car.
The other area of concern should be your black accents; they tend to gray in our summer heat. | have
process and product recommendations for both the waxing and accent treatments so don’t hesitate to call

Paint was the next subject to cover and | will start by saying the obvious not all paints are created
equally, and therefore CAN NOT be treated equally. As a rule the lighter the paint color the harder the
paint, which leads to the following. Harder paints will typically chip easier but they are harder to scratch,
making the opposite true for the darker colors. You may see more chips in a black car based on a quick
visual check but if you feel the surface you may find a lighter color has more chips that are just not as
visible. A great fix for this problem regardless of color is the invisibra; this is a layer of thick clear film that
is applied to bumpers and mirrors to prevent the rock and sand damage seen on many cars. |
recommend this process after repaints and when buying new.

Darker colors will scratch much easier and typically not chip quite as much which leads to a lot of swirl
marks and light surface scratches if not maintained correctly (85% of my clients have dark cars). Proper
maintenance of any color vehicle is key if you want to keep your ride looking new. | like to compare it to
changing your oil if you don’t change your oil your engine won't last long and if you do not detail your
cars surfaces it will not last very long either. Dark colors, as you know get much hotter to the touch in our
summer sun... think about what that is doing to your wax.

Metallic paints are very popular these days but do not change the formula for dark versus light paint care.
These paints tend to trick us a little longer as far as the appearance of the surface because of the
mixture of colors and reflective qualities of metallic paint.

My recommendation is normally semiannual details when the car is new and once it past 3 years old |
recommend 3 times a year. This will make your ride last much longer and keep it looking and feeling new
much longer. Both light and dark cars need to be buffed on occasion, which is a much harder process
than waxing and or polishing your painted surfaces. The market offers a wide variety of compounds and
buffing pads which can make this process very confusing (I highly recommend a professional when you
are considering buffing your car). | have saved many cars after the client tried to do this step on their own
and it only adds to the cost.
