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Mustang Of The Month Continued…  
 
The ensuing years for Betty’s precious metal have been fairly uneventful which, no doubt, account for it’s 
present pristine condition.  Her strict observance of the best driving practices( in 58 years has never 
been cited) has effectively reduced damage, other than two” unexplained events” inflicted to the derriere 
by teenage drivers.  The first  incident occurred when a young stud muffin was putting the moves on his 
squeeze at an east Thomas Road drive in flick when his inadvertent bump to the shifting lever of is 
fathers huge Oldsmobile caused the behemoth of pig iron, tail fins and all, to roll into Mister Lococas 
sensuously sculpted rear bumper.

The 289 engine, transmission, refrigeration unit, rear upholstery, radio antenna, 
gas cap, wiper arms and wheel covers are all original equipment!  Pretty good for 42 years and 135,650 
dependable miles of service.  Since it was purchased new for $3000, the following equipment has been 
added:  @ rear bumpers, hidden ignition disabler switch, protective door strips, right side mirror, power 
steering, tiger tail gas cap and a five row desert radiator. 
 
In 1989 we both retired and joined the Antique Auto Club, removed the venetian blind and converted our 
open carport to a brick enclosed paddock, where it is currently stabled except for infrequent club 
activities.  Our “Tang has had, what I believe to be, the singular distinction of a combined Best of Class 
Award plus a $100 prize at red Mountain Ranch in 1992 (See photo).  But our finest compliment occurred 
during a car club over night stay that we nervously shared with several members of a fearsome looking 
motorcycle group.  The following morning our tattooed next door neighbor swung his leather chapped leg 
over his hard tail Harley, squinted appreciatively at our “Tang, winked and said “ nice ride”  
 
The writer has performed all maintenance functions since the purchase date, including the installation of 
the power steering and the Freon, 12 refills.  The only weakness of Lacocos famous nag that I am aware 
of is the radiators nasty habit of leakage from the failed soldiered seam at the rear of the top of the tank.  
This bothersome problem was finally solved with the installation of the 5 row radiator and fan which 
corrected the problem. 
 
It is with great one owner pride that betty drives and shows this remarkable vehicle which, in my opinion,  
is not only the epitome of eye candy, but a solid bullet proof driver that will never hit you in the hip.  
Besides, Mustang drivers are generally considered to be very suave and debonair”.
